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Jesus’ death in Jn

* The scene of Jesus’ death in Jn is notably different from the other gospels.
* Jn’s is not tragic (Mk), educative (Lk) or majestic (Mt)

* Jesus dies supremely victorious, forming his community around him,
breathing upon it his Spirit and sacramentally birthing, washing and
nurturing it in water and blood from his side, the wounds of suffering and
death.

* Glory rather than defeat surround a scene replete with ecclesial and spirit-
filled motifs

 Birth and life rather than death and disaster characterize this culminating
scene.

* This glory does not come at the expense of Jesus’ humanity.
